When do you copy cat? Anytime you can find
copy!
Most of the cataloging you do will be copy

Is it cheating? NO! (not usually, to most
people)



Howdoes one copy catalog?
Need MARC copy (should be a match)
Copy comes from vendors or other databases

Edit according to local quality specifications
(you need local specifications: | will show you
some basic quality considerations)

Local specifications should be available where
you are working (if not, deciding what they will
be beforehand is desirable)

For multiple copyrights, usually for multiple
editions, the most recent is applicable to
your piece

Book: c2008, c2000, c1978

Record: $c c2008.



Printing Date=date of manufacture

Many titles go through multiple printings of
one edition!

Fourth printing, 1971
Fifth printing, 1972

Record: 260 $c c1968.



Printing dates are used as last resort,
when no other dates are present, or to
identify rare books.

Multiple printings do not warrant new
records. If you feel you must identify
your printing, do it in a note or a 260 $g
