MINIMUM SKILLS TO MATCH RECORDS

òAbility to search catalogs accurately

ò Interpret information on the piece (title page, 

etc.)

òKnow chief sources of information for the 

format

òMake good judgments from match points

òKnow complications/trouble spots to avoid



SEARCHING

òSearch more than one way before you look for a 

new record outside the database

òGMDs that are indexed with the title can create 

confusion

òTitles with parts can create confusion
