ÅYou should try to know enough about it to enter 
a good quality original record when required

Consortia Catalogs

ÅEconomicalðoften enables small libraries to 
access more functionality than they could have 
achieved alone

ÅFacilitates lending/acquisitions ðsmall libraries 
have easier access to more resources

ÅConsortium members have responsibility to 
communicate needs/practices to other members 
of the consortium, especially hosts



Open Source

ÅLibrary obtains the source code as well as the 
version of the software that runs on the computer

ÅMore economical than vendor proprietary systems 
as long as major customizations are not needed; if 
major changes to code are required, the library is 
responsible for them
